BODMIN DARTS LEAGUE

RULES AND GUIDELINES 2009

1. NAME
1.1 The league shall be known as the BODMIN DARTS LEAGUE,

This includes BODMIN DARTS SUMMER LEAGUE.

2. OBJECTS

2.1
Its objects shall be to organise competitive darts within the Bodmin area.

2.2
Any type of competitive darts shall fall within the league.

3. OFFICERS

3.1
The Officers shall consist of the following:-

President, Chairman, Vice Chairman, Treasurer and any Assistant, Secretary and Fixture Secretary.  All shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting.
4. COMMITTEE
4.1
The League will be controlled by the General Committee, consisting of the Officers and ten ordinary members, who shall be elected at the Annual General Meeting.

5. POWERS OF THE COMMITTEE
5.1
The property and or assets of the League shall be vested in the General committee.

5.2
The General Committee shall have the power to appoint such Sub-Committees as may from time to time be deemed necessary and shall receive reports of such sub-committees at its meetings. 

5.3
The General Committee shall have power to fill such vacancies as may arise in its constitution between Annual General Meetings.

5.4
The General Committee shall have the power to suspend or expel any Member deemed guilty of conduct prejudicial to the good name of the League.

5.5
The General Committee shall have the power to add additional knockout competitions or change competition rules for that season.  These additions or changes must be included in the change of rules at the following Annual General Meeting.

6. MEMBERSHIP OF THE COMMITTEE

6.1 Candidates for election shall be proposed and seconded by League Members.

6.2 A Member wishing to resign shall give such notice to the effect in writing to the secretary, such notice to be accompanied by payment of all dues at that date.

7. SUBSCRIPTION

7.1
The annual subscription fee for a team entering the League shall be determined at the Annual General Meeting for the following year.

7.2
Player’s subscriptions when playing in the League shall be determined at the Annual General Meeting for that year.

8. ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

8.1
The Annual General Meeting shall be held not later than the last Monday in July each year.

8.2
The Secretary shall give notice of the meeting at least 21 clear days of such meeting to all Members.

8.3
The Financial Statement and the Fixture Secretary’s Report shall be received by the Meeting, which will elect the Officers and General Committee by ballot, and transact any other business on the agenda.

9. STANDING ORDERS

9.1
The person proposing a motion or amendment is allowed 5 minutes for their speech, the person seconding the motion and all succeeding speakers, 3 minutes. 

9.2
When an amendment is moved upon a proposition, no further amendments shall be considered until the first is disposed of.  If the amendment is carried it shall become a substantive motion upon which further amendments are moved, when no further amendments are moved, the original or amended proposition as may be must be put against the standing rule.

9.3 The decision of the chairman on any point of order is final.

9.4 No Member is entitled to speak more than once on the same proposition, except the person who proposes has the right to reply before the proposition or amendment is voted on.

9.5 Subject to the discretion of the Chairman any discussion may be closed by a resolution, “That the question now be put to the meeting” being moved seconded and carried, such resolutions to be put to the meeting without debate.

9.6 When the Chairman rises to speak, Members shall immediately take their seats and remain silent.

9.7 Every resolution shall be put to the vote by a show of hands, no division the vote is challenged by at least ten Members rising from their seats.

9.8 No motion passed at a previous meeting may be rescinded unless due notice of rescinding has been placed on the agenda.

9.9 If votes are equally divided, the Chairman has the right to the casting vote.

10. EXTRAORDINARY GENERAL MEETING

10.1 The General Committee may convene a meeting when deemed desirable.

11. FINANCE
11.1
The General Committee shall cause to keep proper books of the accounts, which shall be audited yearly.  The official closing date for all accounts, at the end of the season is to be 31st May in each year.

12. ALTERATION TO THE RULES

12.1
No alterations in the rules can be made except at the Annual General Meeting; notice of the proposed alteration to these rules must be in writing to the Secretary by 21st May in each year, notified to the Members on notice of the Annual General Meeting.

MATCH RULES

13.
REGISTRATIONS

13.1 A maximum of 16 teams shall be allowed in one division.

13.2 All players must be registered with the League, and no player may register for more than one side.

13.3 Players in a promoted team must play in the higher division the following year, except at the discretion of the General Committee.

13.4 A disbanded team’s re-entry to the League is at the Committees discretion.

13.5 All the players’ registrations must be lodged with the Fixture Secretary/Secretary by the due date that the entries close.

13.6 Any player not registered as above and wishing to become registered may do so by submitting such registrations to the Fixture Secretary/Secretary at any time before the player plays or be attached to the match result sheet in which the player has first played.

13.7 A registration fee of £1will be charged for any player registering after the Annual General Meeting.

13.8 No player may register after the 31st January in that playing season.

13.9 If a team is disbanded after the first half of the season then individual players may continue to play in competitions.

13.10 At the point of registration teams are known as pub/club names, identified by ‘A’, ‘B’, ‘C’ etc.

14.
TRANSFERS

14.1
A player wishing to transfer from the team he or she is registered with may do so providing the rules 14.2 & 14.6 are adhered to.

14.2
Written notice signed by the player’s Captain or Landlord of the team he or she is leaving and the team he or she is joining.

14.3
A player transferring to a lower division after the start of the season will not be given a transfer without the permission of the General Committee.

14.4
Notice of the transfer is to be lodged with the Fixture Secretary/Secretary as per rule
13.4.

14.5
A transfer fee of £1 will be charged for any player transferring after the Annual General Meeting.

14.6 No player may transfer after the 31st January in the playing season.

15.
PLAYING CONDITIONS
15.1
Dartboards shall be of the bristle type and shall be standard 1-20 clock pattern, with double and treble rings and 25 and 50 centres.

15.2 The dartboard shall be 5ft 8ins (1.73m) from the floor to the centre of the ‘50’.

15.3 The throwing distance shall be 7ft 9.25ins (2.37m) from the face of the board measuring horizontally and a raised Oche is required.

15.4 Any type of dart may be used.

15.5 A throw shall consist of 3 darts, unless a game is finished in less.  The player must withdraw the darts; no dart shall be thrown again.  Only darts with their points in the dartboard will count.

15.6 Each game shall be decided as per the individual competition rules. (Refer to 17.0)

15.7 The bust rule shall apply, if a player scores more than the number required, then that score will not count, the player shall revert back to the score before his or hers last score.

15.8 The Bull ‘50’ shall count as double 25 and when 50 is required, shall constitute as game shot.

15.9 Any darts thrown after a game shot will be void because the game has finished at game shot.

15.10 The League fixtures will be published by the Fixture Secretary, fixtures will be played on Mondays of each week for the Men’s League and Thursdays for the Ladies League, or as specified by the Fixture Secretary.

15.11 A team can only rearrange a match if both teams are in agreement to do so, if the match is rearranged the match must be played within 2 weeks of the specified date.

15.12 The result sheets to be returned to the Fixture Secretary as detailed on the result sheet.

15.13 No points will be awarded to a team sending in their result sheets late.

15.14 The order of play shall be determined by a draw by team Captains before each match commences.

15.15 Substitutes will be allowed for the players who have been included on the result sheet and they shall play in that players place for the remainder of the match.

15.16 All games must be played, but where any game is not played through the absence of a player and there are no reserves present, then that game must be awarded to the opposing team.

15.17  In all team games i.e. doubles, triples and 4 aside each team must have the correct number of players or the game must be awarded to the opposing team.

15.18 League games must not start later than 8.15pm or later than such time as directed by the Fixture Secretary/Secretary.

15.19 In disputes as to the playing conditions, i.e. dartboard, lighting, throwing distances etc. the protest must be made before play commences, otherwise it will be deemed that the playing conditions are satisfactory.  If it is not possible to get a satisfactory settlement on the playing conditions the result sheet shall be marked PLAYING UNDER PROTEST, the match should then be played, the result sheet and any supporting evidence must reach the Secretary within 24 hours of the match being played.  All protests lodged with the Secretary must be accompanied with a hearing fee of £2.  The hearing fee shall be refunded at the discretion of the General Committee.

15.20 All team members during a match to be behind the Oche unless chalking or calling. Captains to ensure good conduct throughout the match.

16.
SCORING

16.1 Scoreboard, chalk/pen to be available for all matches.  If electronic board is available for use, then both Captains MUST agree to use it.  With no agreement, a written scoreboard is to be used.

17.
CHAMPIONSHIPS

17.1
The Men’s Division 1 League Championships will consist of 2 games of triples of 1 leg 801, 3 games of doubles and 6 games of singles each game will be the best of 3 legs of 501.  All games will be flying start and double finish.

17.2
The Men’s Division 2 League Championships will be as per rule 17.1.

17.3
The Men’s Division 3 League Championships will consist of 2 games of triples of 1 leg 801, 3 games of doubles of 1 leg 501 and 6 games of singles – each game will be the best of 3 legs 501, all games will be flying start and double finish.

17.4
The Ladies Division 1 League Championships will consist of 3 games of doubles, 6 games of singles, each game will be the best of 3 legs of 501, all games to be flying start, double finish.

17.5
The Ladies Division 2 League Championships will consist of 3 games of doubles of 1 leg 501, 6 games of singles, best of 3 legs 501.  All games shall be flying start, double finish.

17.6
In the League Championships all games must be played and 1 point awarded per game won.

17.7
At the end of the season if one or more team has the same number of points the team who has won the most games in the season will be deemed the winner, if these are all equal a play-off match will be arranged by the Fixture Secretary.

17.8
Men’s and Ladies Knockout Singles Championships will be confined to members of teams taking part in that divisional championship and shall be played on a K.O. basis to find the individual champion of each division.  Each game shall be the best of 3 legs of 501, flying start double finish. A fee of £1 per person is required to enter this competition.

17.9
Men’s and Ladies House Knockout Singles will be played as per rule 17.8 but only one player can qualify from each team.  An entrance fee of £2 is required for this competition.

17.10
Men’s and Ladies Doubles Knockout Championships will be played as per rule 17.8 and a fee of £1 per player is required.

17.11
Mixed Doubles Knockout Championships will be confined to members taking part in Men’s & Ladies Divisional Championships and shall be played as per rule 17.8 to find the mixed doubles champions.  This competition is free to enter.

17.12
Men’s and Ladies Knockout 5 Aside Championships will be confined to members of teams taking part in that Divisional League Championship and shall be played on a K.O. basis.  Teams shall consist of 5 players selected from the players registered for that pub/club.  No player may play for more than one team in any season.  Each game shall consist of 1 triple of 1 leg 801, 1 double the best of 3 legs of 501 and 5 singles, the best of 3 legs 501.  All games are to be flying start, double finish.   An entrance fee of £5 per team is required.

17.13
Men’s and Ladies Knockout 4 Aside Championships will be confined to members of teams taking part in that Divisional League Championship and shall be played on a K.O. basis to find the 4 Aside champions of each division.  Teams will consist of  4 players, selected from the players registered for that pub/club.  No player may play for more than one team in any season.  Each game will consist of the best of 3 legs of 801, flying start and double finish.  Team members will throw alternatively until either team has finished on a double.  An entrance fee of £4 per team is required.

17.14
Landlords and Landladies Knockout Championships will be confined to Landlords and full time Club Stewards, Landladies and full time Club Stewards wives.  Each game will be the best of 3 legs 501 flying start, double finish.  No entrance fee is required for this competition.

17.15
Men’s and Ladies Most Wins Championships.  Entry into this competition is automatic to members taking part in any of the Divisional Championships.  The player who wins the most games in each division in any one season will be declared the winner.  If one or more players has the same number of wins the player who has won the most legs in the season will be deemed the winner.  If points and legs are equal the Fixture Secretary will arrange a play-off match.  If a player misses a game it will count as a loss.

17.16
Men’s High Score Championship, entry into this competition is automatic to members taking part in any of the Divisional Championships.  Scores of 100 and over scored in the trebles, doubles and singles in the League Championship must be recorded against the players name on the match result sheets.  Scores will be added together and the player with highest score at the end of the season will be declared the Champion.  The Fixture Secretary will not record scores that are not on both result sheets, which are required for each match.

17.17
Ladies High Score Championship as per rule 17.16 except that scores of 95 and over apply.
17.18
Men’s and Ladies High Score Knockout Champions.  The top 16 players with the highest scores in each of the Divisional Championships at the end of each season will play off for the Knockout Championship of each division.  Play off rules: Each player is allowed 12 darts to score 120 (Men’s) and 80 (Ladies).  This score is increased by 20 per round.  Players are eliminated if they do not score the set figure or over for that round.  Any darts that drop or bounce out do not score and may not be taken again.  A player who scores 180 with 3 darts goes through to the next round even if he/she has not score the set figure for that round.    All darts must be in the board to count as part of the throw.  If all players are eliminated in one round, the player who scores the highest score in that round is declared the Champion.
17.19
Players must play 2 matches in the League Championship before they can enter any of the K.O. Singles, Doubles or Mixed Doubles competitions.

18.
PENALTIES

18.1
For infringements under these rules a fine can be imposed (maximum £10) and or in addition the player may be suspended or disqualified from taking part in the League affairs.

18.2
Where the infringement of the rules involves the use of a player not registered in accordance with the rules or whose transfer has not been satisfactorily completed in accordance with the rules, the team shall be liable, in addition to the penalties set out in 18.1 to lose any points attained in the fixture in which the player was used.

18.3
If the Fixture Secretary has to award points for a match, it will be based on the average score of the matches played to date, with a minimum of a 6-5 win in the Men’s divisions and 5-4 in the Ladies divisions.  The team in default will not be awarded any points.

19. TROPHIES

19.1
All trophies shall be deemed the property of the League and shall be held in trust on behalf of the League by the Officers of the League for the time being.

19.2
The trophies will be awarded to the winners at the discretion of the General Committee, where such trophies are awarded, they must be returned to the League on demand.

19.3
The only exception to 19.1 shall be when the donor states that the trophy must be returned to the named person or heirs at any time the League fails to function.

19.4
If there is to be a change in pub landlord, the outgoing landlord will be contacted before move any trophies left or displayed in the pub belonging to the League will be collected for safekeeping.  These trophies will then be returned to the pub when the new landlord has taken over.

20. ANY OTHER BUSINESS  

20.1
The General Committee, the decision of which shall be final and binding, shall deal with any matters not governed by the forgoing rules.
